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may be critical in terms of who reports what, to who
and when. Most of our communities still have the ten-
dency of revenge which has developed a practice and a
habit of concealing culprits locally known as “Kimuk
Ekile”. Indeed for the approach to be sustainable, more
should be done to train the community on good commu-
nication skills to avoid being targets and victims of

revenge from those few stubborn community members.
And more the way the UPDF personnel are constantly
being transferred is not helpful because new ones take
long to study the community behaviors and in such cir-
cumstances there is limited cooperation and a lot of sus-
picion indeed affecting the EWRS.

ITESO KARIMOJONG JOINT ROADS REHABILITATION FOR PEACE

one of the roads which were jointly rehabilitated
by Iteso & Karimojong

Apeitolim is a joint settlement of the Karimojong from
Moroto, Abim, Kotido and Iteso from Amuria districts
to the west of Lokopo Sub County in Moroto district. In
the 1990s, this areca had access roads from Amuria, Abim
and Moroto districts but due to persistent insecurity as
a result of cattle rustling and the threats of the Lord’s
Resistance Army (LRA) incursions, the access roads
reverted to bush. Following the current relative peace
in the area, communities have resettled and roads have
been cleared through joint participation of the Karimo-
jong, Iteso and the Nyakwae communities as one way
of strengthening their co-existence initiatives. A stretch
of 58km road from Olilim to Apeitolim and 20km from
Apeitolim to Nyakwae has been cleared. This activity
was supported by World Food Program Moroto, under
the Food for Assets (FFA) program and was implement-
ed by Christian International Peace Service (CHIPS).
Over 1,000 people from the co-existing Teso-Karamoja
communities worked on the road.

The joint periodic road work, one of the integrated ap-
proaches towards peace and reconciliation between
Iteso and Karimojong has helped the resettlers and secu-
rity personnel to move freely. Community participation
and political support from the local and central govern-
ments of Moroto, Amuria, Abim and Katakwi districts
have been key to this success. By John Paul Koder
